Dear Parents/Carers,


I hope your child has settled into school well.   

We are looking forward to the year ahead and have been busy planning exciting learning opportunities for the children. This letter will provide you with the information to help you to support your child’s learning and development throughout the year. 

Staff working in class 1

In class 1 your child will be taught by: Mrs Healey and Mrs Ashlin, with support from Mrs Knowles, Mrs Morris and Mrs Lamerton.

Start of the School Day

Children can come straight into class when the school doors are opened at 8.45am. Children must be in class by 8.55am ready for registration. There will be quiet activities set up which they can be getting on with as soon as they come in. Any notes or payments should be handed to the teacher in a labelled envelope or handed directly to the office. Please can all children bring their red book bag (provided by school) in every day.

PE kit and Forest Friday

Each Tuesday your child will have a PE lesson with Mr Blair, who is a specialist PE coach. We ask that your child comes to school in their PE kit on these days. For PE they will need black jogging top and bottoms/shorts, a red or white t-shirt and trainers suitable for outdoor games. Children should NOT have earrings for PE lessons.
Similarly, on Fridays we have Forest Friday where we do outside learning, weather permitting. Children to come into school in normal uniform. Outdoor waterproof suits are provided by school, but we do ask each child to bring in a pair of wellies. 
Please can all items be labelled with your child’s name.








Snacks and water

Please ensure your child brings a full water bottle into school each day, clearly labelled with their name. Only WATER should be in bottles, NO juice/squash etc. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Breaktime snacks should be a healthy snack such as fruit, vegetables or cheese - no sugary snacks. Nuts are not allowed in school due allergies.

Learning
Our topics for the Autumn term are Term 1 Me & My Family and Where I Live and Term 2 Seasons and Celebrations. Talking to your child about anything related to these themes will help them to consolidate their understanding and learning.

Now that your child has started school, they will start to bring a book home each week to share with you; this will be in their book bag.   
Once your child starts to learn their first phonic letter sounds, they will move onto our reading scheme. Your child will read these books to adults within school, and will also bring them home to read with parents/carers every day. When they are confident, fluent and ready to move on, your child’s reading book will be changed in school.  In your child’s book bag, there will be a yellow reading record book in which we ask you to write the book title, when and how much your child has read. This is really important as we value your input in developing your child’s reading skills.  
Over the following weeks your child will also bring home a word wallet containing some tricky words which they need to learn; when they can read them, new words will be added.

Google Classroom
We use Google Classroom as a whole school online learning and communication platform. It is used for class work and home work for the older children. We will be using it to share what we have been doing in class with the younger children. We will be putting a photograph or some information on every so often so you can see and discuss with your child what they have been learning.
You will receive a letter with your child’s personal username and password, and a guide to accessing Google Classroom. The full Google Classroom guide is on the school website under ‘Children - Home Learning’.

Your support is very much appreciated and has a positive impact on your child’s learning and development.
