Dear Parents/Carers

Welcome to class 2! We are looking forward to the year ahead and have been busy planning exciting learning opportunities for the children. We have had a fantastic start to the term and I am looking forward to working with you in supporting your child’s learning. Please read this letter carefully for information about class 2. The following information can also be found on the school website, on the class page. 

Staff working in class 2
For the majority of the time class 2 will be taught by Mrs. Stones. However, they will also be taught by Mrs. Edmondson and Mrs. Towe for Religious Education, Computing and PE. Mrs. Lamerton will also be supporting class 2. 
Start of the School Day

Children can come straight through the classroom doors when they are open at 8.45. Children must be in class by 8.55 ready for registration. Please be punctual as learning starts straight away. There will be activities set up which they can be getting on with as soon as they settle into their seats. Any notes or payments should be handed to the teacher in a labelled envelope or handed directly to the office. 

End of the school day

The school day ends at 3.15pm. Class 2 will leave via the classroom door. 
Equipment needed
The children are provided with all the equipment they need for their learning. All they need is a bag to bring their reading books, homework and letters home in. Children have been provided with stationary. 
Please ensure your child is not bringing toys or gadgets into school as these can be a distraction from learning. They must be handed to the teacher to look after until the end of the day if they are brought in accidentally. Smart watches and Fitbits that have the function to take photographs or make contact with another device, are not allowed in school. Wearing a simple, inexpensive watch is recommended. 
Uniform and PE kit

Please label everything with your child’s name (especially cardigans, jumpers and PE kit). Years 1 and 2 must bring PE kit on Wednesday. Year 2 will be swimming this term and therefore children need to bring the following every Tuesday: swimming costume/shorts, towel, goggles and a swimming cap. Year 1 will need to come into school with PE kit on a Tuesday for PE.
In summary:

Tuesday: Year 1 come in PE kit. Year 2 bring swimming kit but come into school with school uniform. 

Wednesday: Year 1 and 2 arrive in PE kit. 

Details of uniform and PE kit can be found on the school website. Trainers are not acceptable footwear for school other than for PE. If a child does not have the correct PE kit, they will be asked to change into spare kit we have in school.
Jewellery should not be worn for PE. Children should remove earrings before PE lessons.

Snacks and water
Please ensure your child brings a full water bottle into school each day, clearly labelled with their name. Only water should be in bottles, no juice/squash etc. Breaktime snacks should be a healthy snack such as fruit, vegetables or cheese - no sugary snacks please. 

Home Learning
All home learning activities are handed out on Mondays and are to be returned on Mondays. Please note that numbots and times tables rock stars are an optional fun activity for children to do. 
Reading 

In school, your child will participate in class reading activities and enjoy listening to the class story. They will also have an individual reading book to take home to read independently and to share with parents/ carers. Please encourage your child to read at home regularly. A reading record is provided to evidence reading at home. Children will be sent home with two books. A book at their reading level and a challenge book that they can read with an adult. 
Their independent reading books are appropriate for their reading ability and ensures they are reading at the right level to make progress. This does not mean that children shouldn’t be reading 
anything more challenging at home and we would encourage them to read a good range of their own books too. We encourage reading to be a shared activity and this can be done in a number of ways…

· Hearing your child read aloud 

· Sharing/ alternate reading aloud 

· Reading to your child and discussing the content 

Encourage them to….

· Predict what will happen next 

· Explain how they would change the ending

· Imagine if the story were different in someway

· Think about if they can relate the story to their own life experiences 

Two reading books will be sent home. A reading book that the child can read independently and a reading book that you may want to read with them. 
Writing challenge

Children will receive a writing prompt to complete each week. This can range from writing a few sentences about their day, to describing a picture.
